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Emergency Evacuation Procedure
Should an emergency arise which requires evacuation of all or part of the buildings in this school, the following plan will be implemented.

All buildings are linked by LPG gas line which necessitates the complete evacuation of classrooms and library in case of fire.

Fire extinguishers are located:

Admin block
Primary Classroom – Block A
Infant’s Classroom – Block J  (BER)
Library – Block F
P&C/Uniform building – Block C
Demountable (nil)

Evacuation Notice
In the event of an emergency requiring evacuation, the school bell will ring continuously.
Evacuation Assembly Point

Children and staff will move in class lines to COLA, adjacent to the school sign to wait for further instructions.

Should an emergency be such that a strong and secure area is required, the children and staff will assemble in the toilet block. (bushfire/severe wind)
Staff Duties

At all times, staff are required to account for all children (class roll or head count) and to make certain other staff have been notified. If at all possible, the gas supply should be turned off (under each heater) or at the main tanks located at the end of the demountable and behind the staffroom.

Individual teachers take class rolls with them.
