Child Protection Lessons

The topics we will cover: 
Relationships-  
Stage 1 Relationships are connections we have with 
people. 
Stage 2 Examine varying levels of closeness in 
relationships. 
Stage 2 Identify appropriate and inappropriate 
behaviour in given situations. 
Rights and Responsibilities- 
Stage 1 Recognise children have rights to safety and 
well-being. 
Stage 2 Recognise behaviours across genders that 
are unfair. 
Stage 2 Abuse of power. 
Stage 2 + 3 Respecting the rights of others. 
Privacy/Personal Rights 
Stage 1 +2 Recognise the right to say NO. 
Stage 1,2+3 Building my NETWORK. 
Body Parts 
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Stage 1,2+3 Use correct anatomical terms to name 
the private parts of the body. 
Stage 1,2+3 Recognise the concept of private body 
parts. 
If you have any questions or want to find out more 
about these lessons please do not hesitate to chat 
with your child’s teacher.
