School Banking is coming soon! 
The P&C have been approached by some of 
our families to introduce student banking into 
the school. 

The School Banking program will be offered 
through the Commonwealth Bank and will 
include an exciting Rewards Program designed 
to encourage children to get into the habit of 
making regular savings.
