Bushfire Season

We have already had extremely hot and windy weather and
it is essential that we are prepared for the bushfire season.
The bushfire season generally runs from 1 October until 31
March annually. Tallong Public School is listed on the NSW
Schools in School Bush Fire Prone Area which means that
there is a risk that the school may be affected by bush fire,
particularly during the spring and summer months. The
school has a comprehensive Bushfire Management Plan and
there will be a fire drill next week.

Catastrophic Days

The State Emergency Operations Centre (SEOC) notifies the
Education Department at approximately 4:30pm each day
when there are catastrophic fire danger ratings predicted
for the following day. The school may be advised to be non
-operational for such days and you may be directed not to
send your child to school. The Principal will be directed by
Emergency Services, the NSW Rural Fire Service and the
School Education Director. The school’s Emergency
Management Plan is implemented.

It is also timely to suggest that community members access
a free iPhone application from NSW Rural Fire Service, “Fires
Near Me” from Apple’s Application Store.
